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AFRICAN COUNTRIES’ ROLES IN LIBYAN PEACE PROCESS

African Union leaders are expected to renew calls for greater involvement in efforts to solve Libya's long-running conflict at a summit held
on Thursday in the Republic of the Congo. The meeting in Brazzaville will be held almost two weeks after international stakeholders —
involving many who back opposite sides in the months-long battle over Libya's capital, Tripoli - gathered in Berlin and agreed to push the
warring sides for a permanent ceasefire and respect an existing United Nations arms embargo.The oil-rich North African country has
been beset by war and insecurity since the 2011 overthrow and killing of Muammar Gaddafi during a NATO-backed uprising, with rival
factions and militias fighting over control of the county. Libya has since been split into rival western and eastern administrations: the UN-
recognised Government of National Accord (GNA) holds Tripoli in northwestern Libya, while a rival administration in the east is aligned
with renegade military commander Khalifa Haftar, whose forces in April 2019 launched a military offensive to seize the capital."The whole
African continent is worried about the consequences of what is happening in Libya," Senegalese President Macky Sall said on Tuesday
during a news conference with Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan in Dakar.

Proliferation of Arms

At the root of the Sahelian countries' concerns is the number of arms flowing into the region from Libya."There's no doubt that the 2011
war in Libya had ripple effects across the Sahel in the form of weapons being transferred from Libya into neighbouring countries to the
south," Claudia Gazzini, senior Libya analyst for the International Crisis Group, told Al Jazeera."What that is creating is a different
perspective between Sahel countries and European countries on what the solution in Libya should be," she added. Divisions among
European countries, particularly France and Italy, have hampered efforts to find a resolution to the conflict, with Rome backing the UN-
brokered GNA and Paris widely seen as supportive of Haftar."[In Africa,] Chad sees Haftar as the necessary strongman for Libya. It has
encouraged other African countries to take a pro-Haftar line ... at the expense of support for the GNA who Sahel countries do not see as
a powerful and long-term counterpart,” Gazzini said.Armed groups operating in the Sahel, especially Jama'at Nasr al-Islam wal Muslimin
(INIM), are also able to find safe haven within some of most Libya's most unstable regions, where aligned armed groups hold
territory.Heni Nsaibia, a senior researcher for the Armed Conflict Location and Event Data Project (ACLED), said "the connection
between Libya and the Sahel consist of movements by Sahelian [mostly JNIM] militants back and forth between the two locations"”,
especially along Libya's border with Niger and Algeria."The Sahel is suffering from this crisis. Proliferation of arms in the region has
facilitated the spread of terrorism," Chad's Foreign Minister Mahamat Zene Cherif said last week.

Consistently fallen flat'

The Brazzaville gathering will not be the first time the AU has sought to play a more prominent role in solving the Libyan crisis. Previous
efforts however have unsuccessed, involving a bid last year for a joint UN-AU envoy for Libya, and Thursday's meeting of the AU High
Level Committee on Libya looks unlikely to offer a breakthrough. "The AU has been in and out of peace negotiations in Libya for the last
10 years," Judd Devermont, director of the Africa Program at the Centre for Strategic and International Studies, told Al Jazeera."The
African Union regards Libya as within its mandate, even though its peace initiatives there have consistently fallen flat," he said.Libya
remains a top priority for the UN Security Council and so far the body has given little attention to AU calls for more involvement.Egypt,
another stakeholder in the peace talks which shares a border with Libya, sees Libya as an Arab issue and is also unlikely to give backing
to any AU-brokered deal.When peace talks started nine years ago, African presidents who tried to become included in brokering peace
found difficulties establishing links with rebels based in Benghazi.AU countries meanwhile have only a small diplomatic presence in Libya
and in neighbouring Tunisia, where many of the international stakeholders' embassies are located and meetings on peace in Libya
usually take place."They keep a relatively low profile apart from demanding a greater role to solve the conflict,” Gazzini said. "This
demand is not matched with political knowledge about the conflict.”

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EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT OVERWHELMINGLY BACKS
TERMS OF UK'S EXIT

Britain's European Union (EU) adventure will officially end tomorrow.
Explaining historical developments on the way to the UK's Brexit
decision will help to better understand and analyse this issue. When
the European Coal and Steel Community was established in 1952,
Britain had chosen not to be present in this structure, although it had
been invited. The country maintained its distance on the same
grounds when the European Economic Community (EEC) was
established in 1957, the second important step towards the EU. In
1961, with the full impact of the Cold War, Britain began to feel
isolated alongside the European continent in the process of
unification. Moreover, the United Europe project had the support of
the United States and even the member states of the British
Commonwealth began to improve their relations with the continent.
Harold MacMillan, the Conservative Party Chairman at the time,
changed his country's stance on Europe in such an environment.
Britain, which applied for membership in the EEC first in 1961 and
then again in 1967, was vetoed by France, led by Charles de Gaulle,
on both occasions. However, with de Gaulle's resignation in 1969, the
most important obstacle to Britain's membership of the EEC was
removed because de Gaulle was of the view that Britain was “deeply
hostile to the European project”.

The UK was out of the first 20 years of the Union's formation process,
during which the European project gained characteristics that Britain
would complain about in later years, such as supranational
institutionalization, the Common Agricultural Policy and the budget.
The process culminated in a referendum on EU membership in 1975.
The result was 33 per cent against 67 per cent in favour of EU
membership. EU polarisation within the Conservative Party, which he
led when Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher, who campaigned in
favour of EU membership, took the seat of power in 1979, also began
to increase during the referendum process. In his premiership, which
lasted until 1990, Thatcher raised the issue with his opposition to the
idea of a common currency and the consolidation of power in the
EEC institutions.

While the 1990s constituted the common market for the free
movement of persons, goods, services and money, which
constituted the 4 main pillars of the EU, the UK continued to
negotiate for a privileged position here as well. The UK has
chosen to stay outside the Schengen Area, which is one of the
key elements of the EU project and removes border controls
between member states.

Throughout its membership in the EU, the UK has also been
excluded from the Union's various arrangements in law
enforcement and justice, and its controversial decisions have
repeatedly come back from the European Court of Justice. As
such, staying outside the European Court of Justice has
continued to exist as a key theme in the Brexit process. Peter
Wilding, head of the think tank "British Influence,"” which
circulated the word "Brexit" in an article he published in 2012,
argues that Britain should play the lead in the EU, and warned
that if it failed, things would shift towards "Brexit".

The struggle between those who believe Britain should be in the
EU and in a leading role and those who want to get rid of the
yoke of EU bureaucracy and make an "independent" Britain
"Global" has paved the way for the country's departure from
membership.

The Brexitist atmosphere engulfing the country prompted then-
prime minister David Cameron in 2013 to pledge to hold a
referendum on EU membership. Cameron, who was worried
about losing his voter base to Ukip, managed to take power by a
narrow margin but alone in the general election in 2015, driven
by that promise. The EU referendum on 23 June 2016 left a
Brexit decision this time with 52 per cent against 48 per cent.
The European Parliament has approved the Brexit deal, which
regulates the conditions for Britain to leave the European Union
(EV). The parliament, convened in Brussels, the Belgian capital,
agreed to the deal by a vote of 49 to 621. The UK will officially
leave the EU at 23: 00 local time tomorrow after more than 3
years of negotiation. It will be followed by a new negotiation
process, which is expected to take 11 months to determine the
future relationship of the parties.

Simdiye kadar israil basbakanlari, Filistin
devleti kavramini alenen kabul etmis olsalar da bu devletin yapisi
netlestirilemedi. Kurulacak herhangi bir Filistin devletinin kendi kendini
yonetme yetkisini taniyacagini sdyleyen Binyamin Netanyahu, bu devletin
silahlardan arindinimis olmasi ve Israil'i tehdit etmemesi sartlarini koguyor.
Yahudi devleti: israil, herhangi bir baris anlagsmasinin, Filistin'in Israil'
"Yahudi devleti" olarak taninmasini icermesi konusunda israr ediyor. Aksi
takdire Filistinlilerin toprak iddialarinin strecegini bunun da soru kalici hale
getirecegini iddia ediyor. Filistin tarafi ise Israil'in  kendisini nasil
adlandiracaginin kendisini baglayacagini, Yahudi devleti taniminin Israil
sinirlar icerisinde yagayan Durzi, Musliman, ve Hiristiyan toplumlara karsi
ayrimcilik anlamina gelecegini savunuyor.

Sinirlar: Her iki taraf da muhtemel bir Filistin devletinin sinirlari konusunda
farkli fikirlere sahip. Filistinliler, 1949 ile 1967 arasinda Israil ile Dogu Kudiis,
Bati Seria ve Gazze'yi birbirinden ayiran ateskes sinirlarinda bir devlet
istiyor. Israil, bu sinirlarin askeri agidan savunulamaz oldugunu ve kalici
olamayacaginda israrci. Filistin sinirlari konusunda kesin bir hat ¢izmiyor ve
israilin dogu siinnin Urdin  Nehri boyunca uzanmasi gerektigini
savunuyor.

Yerlesimler: Israil, 1967'den beri isgal altindaki Bati Seria ve Dogu Kudiis'te
yaklasik 140 yerlesim yeri insa etti. Bunlara hukimetin izni olmadan insa
edilen 120 yerlesim birimi daha bulunuyor. Bu yerlesimlerde yaklasik 600 bin
Israilli yasiyor. Uluslararasi toplumun yerlesimleri yasadisi bulsa da israil
buna itiraz ediyor. Filistin tarafi, Filistin devletinin kurulabilmesi icin tim
yerlesimlerin  kaldinimasi  gerektigini ifade ediyor.Ancak Netanyahu,
yerlesimleri kaldirmak bir yana bu yerlesimleri Israil'in egemenligine dabhil
edeceklerini soyluyor.

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TRUMP'S MIDDLE EAST PLAN: JERUSALEM WILL BE THE CAPITAL OF ISRAEL UNDIVIDED

US President Donald Trump, along with Israeli Prime Minister Binyamin Netanyahu,
announced the Middle East 'peace plan', which he called the 'Plan of the Century'. The plan
envisions Jerusalem to be the undivided capital of Israel. A ‘conditional' independent state is
envisaged in Palestine, with a 4-year period for the fulfillment of the conditions. Plana

Palestinian Authority leader "Jerusalem is not for sale”, while Hamas, who is in the

administration in Gaza, reacted "nonsense to Jerusalem statement".

Trump's suggestions are:

« Jerusalem will be the capital of Israel, undivided.

« The United States will recognize the lands intended to belong to Israel on the conceptual
map of the plan. Trump said that Israel will also make some concessions.

« Palestinian land will double. The capital of the Palestinian state to be established will be
located in East Jerusalem and the USA will open an embassy here. Trump said the plan
would establish Palestinians' own independent states, but he did not elaborate on this
issue.

« According to the plan, no Israeli or Palestinian will be displaced. This shows that existing
Jewish settlements will remain as they are.

« Israel will work with the King of Jordan Abdullah bin Hussein to maintain the current
status of sacred places such as Masjid al-Agsa and Harem-ul Sharif.

« The land given to Palestinians on the map in Trump's plan will not be touched for 4
years. In this process, Palestinians will negotiate with Israel and fulfill the conditions
stipulated in order to become an independent state.

"l did a lot for Israel"

As Trump explains the plan, he frequently emphasizes Israel's security and said, "Attacks
on nightclubs, bomb attacks on buses will never come back. | did a lot for Israel. | carried
the US Embassy to Jerusalem. | recognized the Golan Heights as Israeli soil. Perhaps most
importantly, | got the USA out of the terrible agreement with Iran. " said. The President of
the USA, who claims that the chance of becoming an independent state will emerge for the
Palestinians in line with the plan, said Palestinian Authority Leader Mahmud Abbas, "Mr.
Abbas, take this land and establish your own state. You cannot develop for years. If you
choose the path of peace, Abbas and other countries will support you on the path of peace.
" made the call.

Thanks to Trump for UAE, Oman and Bahrain

While the US President advocated that Palestine was "standing” with international aid, he
promised Palestinians the following words under the plan."Employment will be provided for
about 1 million Palestinians. With an investment of 50 billion dollars, we will help establish
the economy of the newly established Palestinian state. The gross domestic product will
double or even triple. Our vision will now save Palestinians from this vicious circle they can
survive with international aid. we will make them stand on their feet. "Trump also mentioned
Hamas, who is in charge in Gaza, "There will be laws to prohibit Hamas from taking steps
by Islamic Jihad Organizations to peace. We will not allow terrorism to be supported in any
way." said.Trump thanked Oman, Bahrain and the United Arab Emirates for "supporting
their peace efforts".

Netanyahu: A realistic way to peace

Speaking after Trump, Israeli Prime Minister Netanyahu commented that "it can be a
realistic path to long-term peace" for the plan.Netanyanhu said that in the new plan, Israel
will continue to dominate the Jordan Valley, and more than 4 million Palestinian refugees
living outside Palestinian territories will not have the right to return. For the Palestinian state
envisaged to be established under Trump's plan, he proposed the Abu Dis region outside
East Jerusalem as the capital.

Abbas: Jerusalem is not for sale

Palestinian Authority President Mahmoud Abbas reacted to the plan, saying, "A failed
conspiracy. Jerusalem is not for sale.""| want to tell Trump and Netanyahu: Jerusalem is not
for sale. Our rights are not for sale. And this is a conspiracy that will fail at the end of your
agreement. Our people will throw it in the garbage of history," said the Palestinian leader,
who spoke on TV in Ramallah."It is not possible for any Palestinian, Arab, Muslim or
Christian child to accept a Palestine whose capital is not Jerusalem," said Abbas.The
Hamas administration in the Gaza Strip also described the plan as "nonsense." Hamas
Spokesman Sami Abu Zuhri said, "Trump's statements will be met with hostile and violent
anger. Trump's statement of Jerusalem is nonsense. Jerusalem will be Palestinian
land."While Trump's plan was announced on Tuesday, thousands of Palestinians held
protests in the Gaza Strip. "Palestine is not for sale" banner was moved during the
demonstrations. The Israeli army also sent reinforcements to the occupied West Bank.

'Peace based on UN resolutions, international law and bilateral agreements'

A spokesman on behalf of the United Nations Secretary-General Antonio Guterres
called for a peace plan based on UN resolutions, international law and bilateral
agreements.The UN wants a two-state solution based on the borders before the
1967 Arab-Israeli war. In this war, Israel had captured a significant part of the West
Bank and Gaza lands.The Arab League decided to convene an emergency meeting
on Saturday.

Why is the road to peace so difficult?

Most of the problems between Palestine and Israel have remained unsolved so far.
In 1993, the peace deal collapsed later, and now the parties seem more distant
than ever. In all peace and solution processes, the following disputes stand out:

Jerusalem: Both Israel and Palestinians claim rights over the city. Having occupied
the east of the city, which was previously in Jordan, in 1967, Israel sees the whole
of Jerusalem as the capital. Palestinians, who want an independent state, also
accept East Jerusalem, where approximately 350 thousand Palestinians live, as the
capital.

Palestinian state: Palestinians want an independent state that includes the West
Bank, Gaza and East Jerusalem. Although the Israeli prime ministers have so far
accepted the concept of the Palestinian state, the structure of this state has not
been clarified. Binyamin Netanyahu, who says that any Palestinian state to be
established will recognize his / her self-governing powers, requires that this state be
free from arms and does not threaten Israel.

Jewish state: Israel insists that any peace agreement involves the recognition of
Palestine as the "Jewish state" of Israel. Otherwise, he claims that Palestinian land
claims will continue, and this will make the question permanent. The Palestinian
side, on the other hand, argues that how Israel would name itself would bind itself,
and that the definition of the Jewish state would mean discrimination against Druze,
Muslim and Christian societies living within Israel.

Borders: Both sides have different opinions about the borders of a possible
Palestinian state. Palestinians want a state between 1949 and 1967 on the
ceasefire border between Israel and East Jerusalem, the West Bank and Gaza.
Israel insists that these borders are militarily defensible and cannot be permanent. It
does not draw a definitive line on the Palestinian borders and argues that Israel's
eastern border should extend along the Jordan River.

Settlements: Israel has built approximately 140 settlements in the occupied West
Bank and East Jerusalem since 1967. There are 120 other settlements, which were
built without the government's permission. Approximately 600 thousand Israelis live
in these settlements. Although the international community's settlements are illegal,
Israel object to it. The Palestinian side says that all settlements must be removed
before the Palestinian state can be established. However, Netanyahu says they will
include these settlements in Israel's sovereignty, aside from removing the
settlements.

Refugees: The United Nations and its institutions support 5.5 million Palestinian
refugees fleeing or deported from Israel during the war in 1948. According to the
Palestinian Authority, the number of refugees is 6.5 million. Refugees remind of
their right to return to their lands and this right remains important in all peace
processes. Israel, on the other hand, argues that a population movement of this
scale will change the demographic structure and eliminate Israel's claim to become
a Jewish state.

According to United Nations data, only 30 thousand people left their

homes last week. It is stated that the total number has reached 80
thousand.Reiterating the cessation of clashes in the region and the
demand for support against the refugee problem, President Erdogan
also warned that the possible migration wave can be felt in "Greece
and all European countries".In addition, alarming news is coming
from the south of Idlib, where the Syrian government and its
supporters have carried out hundreds of air strikes, said Mark
Lowcok, Deputy Secretary General for Humanitarian Affairs of the
United Nations (UN).Noting the UN Security Council about the
humanitarian situation in Syria, Lowcock pointed out that the
humanitarian situation is getting worse in the northwest of the
country, especially Idlib.Stating that other armed groups are still
fighting in Aleppo, Lowcock warned that the lives of hundreds of
thousands of civilians are in danger.Turkey, Russia and Iran
participated in the 2017 meeting in Astana and in this meeting 4
"strain relief zone" was created.However, regime and Iranian-
backed terrorists by the virtue of Russia's air support captured the
rest from 4 regions the rest, except for Idlib, where it was decided to
maintain the situation by declaring a ceasefire.Hundreds of
thousands of civilians fleeing from the attack emigrated to areas
near the northern border with Turkey.Accordingly, US Special
Representative for Syria James Jeffrey said that, hundreds of
thousands of people are moving towards Turkey and this situation
may lead to an international crisis.

What does Erdogan say?

Speaking about the increasing attacks of Syria in recent weeks,
President Erdogan's three important messages stand out.President
Erdogan reminded that there were negotiations with Russia on Syria
in Sochi and Astana and as a result, a consensus was reached, also
he expressed his uncomfortable feelings about Moscow
administration with this; "Unfortunately, Russia is not loyal to Astana
or Sochi as of now". Erdogan's second important message is that
Astana Process which was created by Turkey, Russia and Iran in
January 2017, has become dysfunctional.Failure to keep promises
on lIdlib, shook Erdogan's belief in the Astana Process.Another
message of Erdogan is that these developments have exhausted
the patience of Ankara, and he said to Russia, "In Idlib, you have
stopped these bombings and so on, if you do not, we are now
running out of patience. We will do whatever we need next."

CBRT PRESIDENT UYSAL: 'INFLATION WIiLL
BE 8.2 PERCENT AT THE END OF THE YEAR

Central Bank of the Republic of Turkey (CBRT) President Uysal, "will take
place at the end of the year as inflation was 8.2 percent, year-end 2021 is
estimated to decline to 5.4 percent." said.Speaking at the Inflation Report
2020-I Information Meeting, Uysal said that under a tight monetary policy
stance and strong policy coordination focused on reducing inflation, inflation
is expected to gradually converge to the targets.Uysal, stating that the
inflation was in line with the forecasts in the period following the October
report, "We have not made changes in 2020 and 2021 year-end inflation
forecasts under a framework where the monetary stance and macro-policy
coordination focused on ensuring the continuity of inflation decline. We
maintained the year-end inflation forecast at 8.2 percent." Said."Inflation,
with 70 percent probability, is between 6.2 percent and 10.2 percent (mid-
point 8.2 percent) at the end of 2020, and between 3 percent and 7.8
percent (mid-point 5 percent) by the end of 2021. 4) It is predicted to take
place. " found the assessment.Underlining that it is too early to assess the
effects of coronavirus in China, the Chairman of the Central Bank said, "If
this epidemic continues in China, it will have an impact primarily on growth.
It may also have an impact on trade and commodity prices." used

'We care about stability in the exchange rate'

Uysal, "The Central Bank does not have a nominal or real exchange rate
level target, but we care about stability in the exchange rate." said.Noting
that they are predicting that the downward trend in inflation will continue
with the continuation of the improvement in tame, cautious monetary
stances and expectations, "We have achieved these predictions in a
framework in which global financial conditions will remain moderate and the
gradual recovery in the country risk premium will continue in the coming
period. In this context, we envisage a view that aggregate demand
conditions will not be inflationary. " he spoke.

2020 monetary policy

Stating that the indicators monitored for the main trend indicate the course
in line with the targeted decline in inflation Uysal, "We are evaluating that
inflation will gradually decline towards our year-end forecast due to the
continuation of the general improvement in inflation expectations and the
cautious monetary stance after the inflation has remained flat for a while."
Said."We have used the maneuver area created by the improvement in the
inflation outlook by making strong interest cuts since July. We have started
to see the reflections of this and other supportive policies such as reserve
requirements on financial conditions and economic activity.As we have
stated in the January Monetary Policy Committee decision text, the
cautious stance in monetary policy must be maintained in order for inflation
to decrease in line with the target path. Therefore, we will determine the
policy steps and monetary stance that we can take in the upcoming period
in a way to ensure the continuity of the fall in inflation, taking into account
the indicators regarding the main trend. "
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
