remained predictable.

According to the current Corona table announced by the minister,
40,427 tests were conducted today.

The number of cases today was 4,801, while the number of
people who lost their lives was 125.

Today it was announced that the number of people who have
recovered is 415 thousand.

The total number of tests was 518 thousand 143, the total number
of cases was 74 thousand 193 and the total loss of life was 643.

The total number of patients in intensive care was 854 thousand,
while the total number of intubated patients was 40 thousand and
the total number of recovered patients was 7,89.

United States President Donald Trump announced at a press conference at
the White House titled Task Force to combat coronavirus that $ 400 to $ 500
million in funding provided to the World Health Organization by the United
States each year has been halted. Trump testified that “the WHO's
negligence and cover-ups on the epidemic” were instrumental in making that
decision. For the organization he blamed for spreading the outbreak around
the world, Trump said, “Today | am instructing my administration to cease
the funding we provide to the World Health Organization. Everybody knows
what's going on out there.”

Trump, who has sharply criticized the organization in his earlier remarks, has
accused the World Health Organization of failing to fulfill its core mandate
and of taking a late step toward the outbreak. “If the WHO had done its duty
in sending medical experts to China, the corona virus outbreak could have
been brought under control,” Trump also said.

Guterres qualifies "vital role" for WHO

While reactions to U.S. President Donald Trump's decision continued to rain
rapidly, another statement came from United Nations General Secretary
Antonio Guterres. Guterres said the World Health Organization played a vital
role in winning this war against the pandemic, and that there is no time to cut
funding in the current situation.

Guterres said: "Now is not the time to cut payments, to question mistakes.
When we put this epidemic behind us, we will have time to look back and
learn vital lessons from this, to understand how the disease emerged, how it
spread so far everywhere, and how all authorities approached the crisis.”

Covid-19 olarak isimlendirilen bir viriisiin birkag ay icerisinde kiiresel bir salgina donustiigi glinlerden gegiyoruz. Kiiresel olarak hastaliga yakalanan insan sayisi iki milyona yaklagirken ekonomik olarak
da sorunlar artan hizda biiyiimeye devam ediyor. Salgin Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti'nde basladiginda, iktisadi baglamda, 6zellikle arz zincirinin bozulmasi giindeme geldi ve bunun kiresel ekonomiyi nasil
etkileyecegi sikga tartisildi. Tim diinyaya ara veya son mal seklinde tedarik saglayan Cin'deki fabrikalarin izolasyon politikalari nedeniyle kapanmasi, diger tlkelerde de tretimde ve satista kesintilere
yol agti. Ortaya konan ilk analizlerde bu salginin kiiresel ekonomide yarim puanlik (%0,5) bir diisise neden olacag! éngoriildii. Ancak salginin Cin'i asmasi ve hatta bugiin alti yiiz bin hasta sayisiyla
yeni salgin merkezinin Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD)'ne donismesi, ekonomik sorunlarin daha da biiyiimesine ve éngorilerin de kétiilesmesine yol acti.

Bu salginin piyasalar Gzerindeki etkisini makro ve mikro olarak ele almakta yarar var. Makro diizeyde, Uretim ve ticarette yasanacak gelismeler; mikro diizeyde istihdam ve tiiketici davranislari éne
cikiyor. iginde bulunulan durum bu agilardan ele alinmalidir. Bununla birlikte, sadece mevcut durumdan bahsetmek yeterli degil. Ayrica salgin sonrasi kiiresel ekonomiyi nelerin bekledigi de
tartisiimalidir.

Salgin Ekonomik Tahminleri ve Beklentileri Degistirdi

2008'de ABD'de bag gosteren finansal krizin diger tlkelere etki etmesiyle yasanan ekonomik sorunlarin giderek azaldigi, Cin ve ABD arasindaki ticaret savaginda bir nebze anlagmaya dogru gidildigi bir
iklimde 2019 yili tamamlanmisti. 2019 yilinda kiiresel ¢iktida %2,9'luk zayif bir biiyime gergeklesmis, 2020 icin de %2,4 gibi distik bir biyume orani beklenmekteydi. Giigli olmasa da ekonomik
gostergelerde bir dizelmenin gerceklesecegdi tahmin edilirken, yasadigimiz salgin, tabiri caizse her seyi alt Gst etmis oldu. Asagida yer alan tabloda secili tlkelerde ve tilke topluluklarinda meydana
gelmis gayri safi yurtici hasila baz alinarak gergeklesmis bilylime oranlari 2014-2018 yillari igin ortalama olarak gérmekteyiz. Ayrica yine tabloda séz konusu ilkeler ve topluluklar igin 2018, 2019 yillar
icin gergeklesmis; 2020 yili igin ise gergeklesmesi beklenen buytime rakamlari mevcut. Gelismekte olan ulkelerde biyiimenin devam etmesinin beklenmesi, gelismis tlkelerde ise kiictilmenin olacagi
tahmini ilgili cekici bir nokta olarak karsimiza gikiyor.

Krizin Makroekonomik Etkileri

Makro diizeyde, yasanan bu kriz, kugkusuz ilk olarak turizm ve havacilik sektérlerini vurmus durumda. Ulkeler arasi ticari faaliyetlerin azalmasi, Uretimin olmamasi ya da talep yetersizligi nedeniyle
birgok sektérde ciddi gelir kayiplar meydana geliyor ve durumun devam etmesi bekleniyor. Otomotiv ve tekstil sektorlerini de bu baglamda 6rnek olarak verilebilir. 2020 Krizi iktisat tarihinde, arz ve talep
krizinin es zamanli olarak ekonomileri nasil etkiledigi ve bu esnada uygulanan politika basarilari ve yanhslari ile anilacaktir.

Krizlerin ortaya cikisinin talep yanli veya arz yanl olmasi farkl politika teorilerinin olusturulmasina yol agmistir. Ancak 2020 Krizi, kiresel durgunlugun yasandigi bir ddsnemde hem arz hem talep
tarafinda kesintilere yol agarak piyasalari derinden sarsti. Yazinin yazildi§i bu giinlerde OPEC+ (lkeleri tretimde azalmaya gitseler de fiyatlardaki asagi yonlii talep baskisi devam edecek. isten
cikarmalar, basta gelismekte olan Ulkelerde olmak tizere tiim diinyadaki igsizlik rakamlarini artirmaya devam ediyor.

Benzer sekilde, Glkemizde henuiz kesin rakamlar ile etkisi goriilemese de getirilen kisitlamalarla ilk planda dért yiz elli bin kisinin isine devam edemedigi dustntiliiyor. Makroekonomik anlamda, 6zellikle
gelismekte olan dlkeler igin 6nemli bir risk de finansal sektérde yasanan given kaybi oldu. Ozel ve kamu kesimlerinin borcluluk oranlari yuksek olan gelismekte olan tlkelerde, sirket iflaslari ve borclarin
geri 6denememe riskleri, ciddi gliven kayiplarina yol agiyor. Mart ayinda, gelismekte olan piyasalardan 83,3 milyar dolar sermaye c¢ikisi yasanmasi bunun énemli bir géstergesi.

Borg ddemeleri gibi beklenen harcama kalemleri igin doviz ¢ikisinin devam etmesine ragmen, basta turizm sektoriiniin sagladigi gelir olmak tizere dis gelirlerde yasanan diisme ve bunun da 6tesinde
hizli sermaye c¢ikislari doviz rezervlerini kisa bir stirede azaldi. Ayni sekilde Uluslararasi Para Fonu, Uye llkelere bu sirecte daha 6nce uyguladigi politika reformlarina dayali kredi verme
uygulamasindan farkli olarak daha dogrudan kredi imkani saglayacagini ilan etti. Krizin kendine has dogasi uzun bir suredir yasamadigimiz diizeyde devletlerin hem mali hem de parasal olarak
piyasalara midahalesine ve nakit akisi saglamalarina neden oluyor.

Dusiik Gelir Gruplari ve Sektorel Bazda Firmalar Etkilenecek

Mikro diizeyde krizin gidisatina baktiimizda ise hane halki agisindan 6zellikle dustik gelirli calisanlarin risk altinda oldugunu, firmalar agisindan ise faaliyet gosterdikleri sektorlere bagli olarak etkilerin
degistigini séylemek mumkiindir. Gundelik tcretle galisanlar veya krizin 6ncelikle etkiledigi sektorlerde calisanlar, bu donemde 6nemli bir gelir kaybi yasadilar sektorel olarak turizm, seyahat, restoran
ve kafeler basta olmak tizere kisacasi hizmet sektoriinde ardindan diger sektorlerde 6zellikle KOBT'lerin satiglari durma noktasina geldi. Devletin krize miidahalesi sirasinda 6zellikle gelir kaybi yagayan
kesimleri ilk planda hedef almasi, normallesme siirecinde ise KOBI'lerin faaliyetlerini surdiirebilmesi igin araclar gelistirmesi gerekiyor.

Blyuk Paradigma Degisimi Beklemek Dogru Olmaz

Kuskusuz oncelik insan saghigidir. Alinacak onlemlerle salginin daha da fazla yayilmasi engellenecek ve 6liim oranlar dustriilecektir. Ancak, yasadigimiz bu kriz salgin sonrasi da hayatimizda ve
piyasalarda etkilerini devam ettirecektir. Diger taraftan, bu kriz nedeniyle biyiik iktisadi ya da paradigma doénugtimleri beklemek de yanlis olacaktir. Bu anlamda, 6zellikle gelismekte olan lkelerdeki
sanayilesememe, i¢ tasarruflarin yetersiz olmasi ve dis borglar gibi kronik sorunlarin hemen ¢éziilecegdi dustntlmemeli. Halen kriz devam ettigi icin bunlar hakkinda tahminler yapmak zor.

Turkiye gibi gelismekte olan tlkelerin hali hazirda var olan borg¢ stoku orta vadede yeni krizlere kapi agacaktir. Orta ve uzun vadede uluslararasi finans kuruluslarina olan bagimhligin ekonomi
politikalarinda daha derin sorunlara yol agmasi mumkin gozikiyor.

Bundan Sonra Ne Olacak: Kiiresellesme mi Kapali Ekonomiler mi?

Ulkelerin daha kapali ve kendine yeterli tiretim yapisina dogru evirilecedi beklentileri s6z konusu oldu. Bu noktada, sanayi devriminden Gin devrimine dogru gelinen siirece bakildigindaysa daha kapali
ekonomilere dogru ters bir evrimin zor oldugu gériliiyor. Ozellikle, burada ¢ok uluslu sirketlerin ériimcek agi gibi isledigi kiiresel yapilar géz éniinde bulundurulursa ulus devletlerin ice donusii uzun
vadede cok zor olacaktir. Covid-19 gibi salginlarin «kiiresellesme» ile daha hizli yayildigi ve arz zincirinin bozulmasi nedeniyle tiim tlkelerin ekonomik krize yakalandigi géz 6niinde bulundurularak daha
kapali ekonomilerin olusmalari gerektigi iddia edilebilir. Ana akim dustincede ya da yeni kurumsal iktisat gibi ana akim disi okullarda firmalara 6zel bir 6nem atfedilir. Her ne kadar kisa dénemde
kiresellesme karsiti 6nlemler éne ¢iksa da orta ve uzun vadede kiiresel kurumlarin daha etkin olacagi yaygin bir kanaat olarak 6niimiize ¢ikiyor.
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THE POLITICAL ECONOMY OF THE GLOBAL CRISIS
NATIONAL RESPONSIBILITY CORONAVIRUS (COVID-19)

We are going through the days when a virus called Covid-19 turned into a global epidemic within a few months. While the number of people infected with the disease is approaching two million globally,
economic problems continue to grow at an increasing rate. When the epidemic started in the People's Republic of China, in the economic context, especially the supply chain disruption came to the agenda
and it was frequently discussed how this would affect the global economy. The closure of factories in China, which supplies the world as intermediate or final goods, due to the isolation policies, has led to
cuts in production and sales in other countries. In the first analysis, it was predicted that this outbreak would result in a half point (0.5%) decrease in the global economy. However, the outbreak of China and
even the new epidemic center with the number of six hundred thousand patients today turned into the United States (USA), economic problems have worsened and predictions have worsened.

It is useful to consider the effect of this epidemic on the markets macro and micro. Developments in production and trade at the macro level; employment and consumer behavior at the micro level stands out.
The current situation should be addressed from these perspectives. However, it is not enough just to mention the current situation. It should also be discussed what awaits the global economy after the
epidemic.

The Epidemic Changed Economic Forecasts and Expectations

2019 was completed in a climate where the economic problems experienced by the financial crisis that emerged in the USA in 2008 affected other countries and the trade war between China and the USA
was headed towards a certain agreement. In 2019, a weak growth of 2.9% was realized in global output, and a low growth rate of 2.4% was expected for 2020. While it is predicted that an improvement will
occur in economic indicators, although it is not strong, our epidemic has turned everything upside down, so to speak. In the table below, we see the average growth rates for 2014-2018, based on the gross
domestic product in selected countries and country communities. Also in the table for 2018 and 2019 for the countries and communities in question; There are expected growth figures for 2020. Expectation
of growth to continue in developing countries, and an estimated shrinkage in developed countries appears as an attractive point.

Macroeconomic Effects of the Crisis

At the macro level, this crisis undoubtedly hit the tourism and aviation sectors for the first time. Due to the decline in commercial activities, lack of production or insufficient demand, serious income losses
occur in many sectors and the situation is expected to continue. Automotive and textile sectors can also be given as examples in this context. The crisis of 2020 will be referred to in the history of economics
as to how the supply and demand crisis simultaneously affected the economies and the policy successes and mistakes implemented in the meantime.

Whether the emergence of crises was demand-side or supply-side led to the creation of different policy theories. However, the 2020 Crisis shook the markets deeply by causing cuts in both supply and
demand in a period of global recession. Even though OPEC + countries have decreased in production these days, the downward demand pressure in prices will continue. Layoffs continue to increase
unemployment figures all over the world, especially in developing countries.

Similarly, it is thought that four hundred and fifty thousand people are not able to continue their work in the first plan with the restrictions introduced, although the effect cannot be seen in our country yet. In
macroeconomic terms, an important risk especially for developing countries was the loss of confidence in the financial sector. In developing countries with high indebtedness rates of private and public
sectors, corporate bankruptcies and the risks of non-repayment of debts lead to serious loss of confidence. The fact that there was an outflow of $ 83.3 billion from emerging markets in March is an important
indicator of this.

Despite the continued outflow of foreign exchange for expected expenditure items such as debt payments, the decline in foreign revenues, particularly the income provided by the tourism sector, and beyond
that, rapid capital outflows decreased foreign exchange reserves in a short time. Likewise, the International Monetary Fund declared that it would provide more direct credit to member states, as opposed to
the practice of lending based on policy reforms it had previously implemented in this process. The peculiar nature of the crisis causes states to intervene in markets, both financially and monetaryly, and to
provide cash flow, at a level that we have not experienced for a long time.

Low Income Groups and Sectoral Companies will be Affected

When we look at the course of the crisis at the micro level, it is possible to say that especially low-income employees are at risk for households, and for firms, the effects vary depending on the sectors in
which they operate. Those who work with daily wages or those working in sectors affected by the crisis experienced a significant loss of income in this period, especially in the service sector, especially in
tourism, travel, restaurants and cafes, and in other sectors, especially in SMEs, came to a halt. During the crisis intervention of the state, it is necessary to target especially those who have lost their income
in the first plan, and in the process of normalization, SMEs should develop tools to continue their activities.

Waiting for a Great Paradigm Shift is not Right

Undoubtedly, priority is human health. With the precautions to be taken, the spread of the epidemic will be prevented and death rates will be reduced. However, this crisis will continue to affect our lives and
markets after the epidemic. On the other hand, it would be wrong to expect major economic or paradigm transformations due to this crisis. In this sense, it should not be considered that chronic problems
such as non-industrialization, inadequate domestic savings and external debts, especially in developing countries, will be solved immediately. As the crisis continues, it is difficult to make predictions about
them.

The debt stock of already existing in developing countries such as Turkey would open the door to new crises in the medium term. It seems possible that dependence on international financial institutions in
the medium and long term may lead to deeper problems in economic policies.

What Will Happen Next: Globalization or Closed Economies?

There were expectations that countries would evolve towards a more closed and self-sufficient production structure. At this point, when we look at the process from the industrial revolution to the Chinese
revolution, it is seen that a reverse evolution towards more closed economies is difficult. Especially, considering the global structures where multinational companies operate like spider webs, the return of the
nation states will be very difficult in the long term. Considering that epidemics such as Covid-19 spread more rapidly with “globalization” and the supply chain is disrupted, it can be claimed that more closed
economies should be formed. A special importance is attached to companies in mainstream thinking or in non-mainstream schools such as new corporate economics. Although anti-globalization measures
come to the fore in the short term, it is a common belief that global institutions will be more effective in the medium and long term.

Bu hayvanlar insanlarin yiyecekleri
ve egyalarina dokundugu zaman Lassa atesi hastaligi da insanlara
bulasiyor." diye konustu. Ayrica Lassa atesinin, farelerin gidalara temasi
ve digkilariyla bulastiginin altini gizen Dr. Kana, bunun yani sira insana
kan, burun sivisi, tikirik ve cinsel temas yoluyla da bulastiginin altini
¢izdi. Ayrica Kanalizasyonlarin sokaklarda acik olmasi ve yiyeceklerin iyi
yikanmamasi da hastaligin yayllmasina neden oluyor. Hastaligin
belirtileri arasinda hafif ve yiksek ates, dis etleri, g6z ve burunda agir
kanama gosteriliyor ve gogu zaman éliimle sonuglaniyor.

Lassa atesine Nijerya'da ilk kez 1969'da ulkenin kuzeydogusundaki
Borno eyaletinde rastlandi. Lassa atesi Mali, Togo, Gana, Liberya ve
Sierra Leone gibi birgok Afrika tlkesinde gorilirken bu ilkelerdeki oran
uluslararasi verilere gére dusik riskte kabul ediliyor. Salginin en fazla
goruldugi eyaletlerin basinda glineydeki Ondo, Edo ve Ebonyi geliyor.
Ulkede salginin yayillmasi nedeniyle "acil durum" ilan edilirlen salgin ile
miicadele icin yeni c¢alismalar bagslatiimig durumda. Nijerya Saglk
Bakanligi, Dunya Saglik Orgiti (DSO), Birlesmis Milletler Gocuklara
Yardim Fonu (UNICEF) ve NCDC gibi ulusal ve uluslararasi kurumlarla is
birligi yaparak salginin yayildigi bélgelerde 6nlem almaya basladi.

LASSA FEVER EPIDEMIC iN NIGERIA
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As the world struggles with the new type coronavirus (2019-nCoV), which
soon developed into an pandemic in China, Lassa pandemic fever disease
has emerged in the African country Nigeria and spread quickly. Due to this
pandemic, according to official figures, 258 cases were identified in 1 month
and 41 people lost their lives.

According to information, the disease is transmitted from animals to humans
through contact. A similar situation was true in the new type of coronavirus
disease, which was seen from China and soon turned into an epidemic. In
Nigeria, which has a population of about 200 million, it is very important to
observe personal hygiene as a precaution, as other pandemic have been
said, with the disease occurring in 19 of the 36 states since New Year's day
and continuing to spread rapidly. Meanwhile, a statement from the Nigerian
Centre for Disease Control (NCDC) said a "state of emergency has been
declared" as the pandemic in the country escalates every day and new work
is underway to combat the epidemic.

In addition, the Nigerian Minister of Health Dr. Osagie Ehanire said medical
equipment had been sent to the regions following cases identified in
cooperation with various health agencies. Ibrahim Kana, a Nigerian Health
Minister official, said: “'the cause of the pandemic’'s spread is the
consumption of mice by humans in some parts of the country and a lack of
hygiene. Without hygiene, mice multiply. When these animals touch people's
food and belongings, Lassa fever disease also infects people., "he said. He
also stressed that Lassa fever was transmitted by mice's contact with food
and their faeces. He said the blood was also transmitted to the human
through blood, nasal fluid, saliva and sexual contact. In addition, sewers are
open in the streets and food is not washed well, causing the spread of the
disease. Symptoms of the disease include mild to high fever, heavy bleeding
in the gums, eyes and nose, often resulting in death.

Lassa fever was first encountered in Nigeria in 1969 in Borno State in the
country's northeast. Lassa fever occurs in several African countries, including
Mali, Togo, Ghana, Liberia and Sierra Leone, while the rate in these
countries is considered low risk according to international data. Ondo, Edo
and Ebonyi in the south are the most likely States to experience the
pandemic. In addition, new efforts have been launched to combat the
epidemic, which has been declared a "state of emergency” due to the spread
of the epidemic in the country. The Nigerian Ministry of health has
collaborated with national and international agencies such as the World
Health Organization (WHO), United Nations International Children's
Emergency Fund (UNICEF) and the NCDC to take measures in areas where
the outbreak has spread.

The volcanic eruption occurred in Indonesia on April 11.
After the explosion, ash and fume reached a height of 500
meters.

The explosion happened in the Anak Krakatau Volcano in
2018. The explosion in Indonesia was recorded as the
next biggest explosion. The most recent eruptions on
December 19, 2018 caused the tsunami. At least 430
people living on the coast of the Java and Sumatra islands
have lost their lives.

At the same time, the volcanic eruptions occurred in
various parts of the world in 2020. Just in April , the six
volcanic eruptions took place at various locations around
the world. The most active volcano Nevados de Chillan in
Chile exploded on the first days of April. In Japan, the
Sakurajima volcano erupted on April 4. In addition, the
volcano erupted in Guatemala after the four days in Japan.
