CNN'nin diin yayimladigi habere gére siyahlar icinde bir kadin, iran'in
baskenti Tahran'da kaldinmda yurirken oglu Siavash Mahmoudi'nin
cerceveli bir portresini  havaya kaldiryor. "Ben kimseden
korkmuyorum. Bana sessiz olmami sdylediler ama olmayacagim" diye
bagiran bir sosyal medya videosunda gorilen kadin sesi duygu
yuklaydu. Mahmudi'nin annesi, tlke ¢apinda devam eden gosterilerde
katledilen sevdiklerinin yasini tutarken rejimin onlar susturmaya
calistigini iddia eden birgok iranli arasinda yer aliyor. Haftalardir, tilke
¢apinda bir protesto hareketi durmaksizin ivme kazandi ve hikimetin
onlarca yillik yildirma taktiklerini koreltmis gibi goruniyor. Biro
liderligine karsi sloganlar sehrin her yerinde yankilaniyor. Bu hafta
siniflarda protesto sarkilari sdylerken basortulerini havada sallayan
kiz dgrencilerin videolar viral hale gelmis durumda. Uzmanlar, bu
protestolarin iran'in bircok sosyal ve etnik ayrimini astiini, onlarca
yillik korku bariyerine karsi ayaklanildigini ve rejime esi gorilmemis
bir tehdit olusturdugunu dile getiriyor. iran genelinde protestocular,
yaygin olarak yolsuzlukla suglanan ve keyfi gozaltilar hatta toplu
infazlarla muhalefeti ortadan kaldiran bir dini kurumun zayifliklarini
ortaya ¢ikarmaya niyetli gortntyor.

Videolar,
glvenlik guglerinin biyitk 6lcide bariscil ve ¢ogu zaman kalabalik
ortamlarda protestoculara karsi pompal tufek, saldin tufegi ve
tabanca kullandigini, yuzlerce kisinin 6limiine ve yaralanmasina
neden oldugunu gosterdi. Bazi durumlarda, kacan insanlara bile ates

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PROTESTS SPREAD TO
HIGH SCHOOL IN IRAN

Tehran has been rocked by demonstrations since the death of Iranian
woman Mahsa, who died in mid-September after being detained by the
country's morality police for her dressing style. A woman in black holds up
a framed portrait of her son, Siavash Mahmoudi, while walking on the
sidewalk in Iran's capital, Tehran, CNN reported yesterday. The female
voice was emotional, seen in a social media video shouting, "I'm not
afraid of anyone. They told me to be quiet but | won't." Mahmudi's mother
is among many Iranians who claim the regime is trying to silence them as
they mourn their loved ones killed in ongoing nationwide demonstrations.
For weeks, a nationwide protest movement has gained relentless
momentum, seemingly blunting decades of government intimidation
tactics. Slogans against the bureau leadership resound throughout the
city. Videos of schoolgirls waving their headscarves in the air while
singing protest songs in classrooms have gone viral this week. Experts
say these protests have crossed Iran's many social and ethnic divisions,
rebelled against the decades-old barrier of fear, and pose an
unprecedented threat to the regime. Across Iran, protesters seem intent
on exposing the weaknesses of a religious institution that has been widely
accused of corruption and has crushed opposition through arbitrary
detentions and even mass executions. Protests occur every day in
various parts of the capital. At night, the slogan “death to the dictator”
rises from the roofs of the buildings, which has become the main element
of the protests.Iranian authorities brutally suppressed widespread anti-
government protests across Iran using excessive and deadly force,
Human Rights Watch said in a statement today. Based on videos of the
protests, witnesses, and interviews with a security force member, he
documented numerous incidents in thirteen cities across Iran in which
security forces unlawfully used excessive or deadly force against
protesters. The videos showed security forces using shotguns, assault
rifles and pistols against protesters in largely peaceful and often crowded
environments, killing and injuring hundreds. In some cases, they were
even observed shooting at people who had fled. "The brutal response by
the Iranian authorities to the protests in many cities shows that the
government is acting together to crush dissidents with ruthless disregard,"
said Tara Sepehri Far, senior Iran researcher at Human Rights Watch.
The protests began on September 16, 2022, after the twenty-two-year-old
Mahsa Amini was killed in the custody of Iran's "morality police".
Concerned states should cooperate to increase the pressure on Iran and
conduct an independent United Nations-led investigation into serious
abuses committed during the protests, suggesting ways to hold those
responsible accountable, according to Human Rights Watch.
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
