Covid asisinin gelistiriimesiyle birlikte dinyada asi dagitimindaki esitsizlik
sosyoekonomik anlamda giin yuzine ¢ikmis oldu. Asi gelistirildi fakat az gelismis
tlkelerin kritik mali yapilari sebebiyle, kiiresel anlamda bir saglik micadelesinin
gerceklestirilemecegi yoniunde yorumlar yapiliyor. Birlesmis Milletler ve Dinya
Saghk Orgitii, Covid asisinin dinyaya esit bir sekilde uygulanamamasinin
endise verici oldugunu aciklamisti. Kiresel anlamda asiya adil ve hizli erigimin
saglanamamasi halinde, Ulkeler arasindaki farklarin giderek artacag ve salginin
ortadan kalkmayacag bildirildi.

“Gelismis ulke” ve “az gelismis” tlke terimlerinin gittikce derinlestigi uluslararasi
sistemde, pandemiyle micadele konusu (Ulkelerin yetersizligini daha cok
vurgulamis oldu. Pandeminin neden oldugu esitsizlik ve saglik sorunlari, biyo-
glvenlik tehdidinin 6nemini bir kez daha ©6nemini vurgulamis oldu. Saglik
hizmetleri, ekonomik guivenlik ve refah seviyesi saglayicisi olan ulus devletler
kiresel salginla tek basina miicadele etti. Kurulmus uluslararasi veya ulus-ustu
orgutlerin pandemi sirecinde kollektif olarak hareket etmekte zayif kaldig
kanitlanmis oldu. Dinya Saglhk Orgitii, Birlesmis Milletler ve Avrupa Birligi gibi
orgutler yeterlilik anlaminda zayif kalirken, asilamanin baslamasiyla birlikte bir
cesit “asl kaosu” giindeme gelmeye basladi. Asi kaosu; ulus-usti sirketlerin
ekonomik kaygilari, asinin getirdigi yan etkiler ve en Onemlisi aslya erisim
konusundaki esitsizlik buyuk bir sorun teskil etmeye basladi. Asi Uretimi ve
tedarigini saglayabilen gelismis Ulkeler askin gelistirilmesi konusunda da 6nemli
bir tekele sahip. Ozellikle Cin’in bugiinlerde asiy! bir cesit “politik arag” olarak
kullandigini séylemek mumkindir. Cin basbakani Xi Jinping, gecen yil Cin
tarafindan gelistirilen asinin “kamu mal” olacagini aciklamisti. Cin su an
Endonezya, Turkiye, Endonezya, BAE ve Sil'ye asi saglamakta. Ulusal ¢ikarlar
anlamindaki ekonomik rekabet ingiltere, Almanya, ABD, Cin ve Rusya’nin
arasinda sekillenmeye basladi (AA).

Diinya Saglik Orgiitii bagkani Ghebreyesus, asilarin gelismemis ulkelere esit
olarak dagitiimasinin  énundeki engelleri “siyasi irade eksikli§i” olarak
degerlendirdi (VOA). Birlesmis Milletler'in baslatmis oldugu COVAX programinin
simdiden basarisizhiga ug@radigini sdylemek mimkin. COVAX programiyla
birlikte ihtiya¢ sahibi az gelismis ulkelere 100 milyon doz asi dagitilacagi
aclklanmisken bu rakamlarin sadece 30 milyonda kaldigi belirtildi. Dunya
BankasI'nin baskani Malpass, kiresel salginla savastaki esitsizligin adil asi
tedarigi ile ilgili degil, tlkelerin bunca yillik gelirleriyle ve faiz oranlariyla alakali
oldugunu bildirdi. Diinya Ticaret Orgitii baskani Iweala ise salginin turizme zarar
verdigini ve gelismekte olan Ulkelerin ihracat oraninin dustugunu belirtti.

Sonug olarak Cin ve ABD arasinda baslayan ekonomik savasin, aniden g¢ikan
salgin ile birlikte farkli bir yonde ilerledigini séylemek mumkindir. Dinyada esit
olmayan gelir dagilimi, uluslararasi orgutlerin yetersiz kalmasi ve Bati’'nin
demokratiklestirme  ¢abalarinin  sonugsuzlugu; Birinci Diinya Savasrnin
sonundaki gibi idealizm’in ¢okiisii olarak degerlendirmek miimkin. Aslinda,
kiresel-biyolojik tehdidin Liberal ekonomilere zarar verdigini ve blyuk guglerin
bile bu konuda yetersiz kaldigini belirtmekte fayda var. Fukuyama’nin dedigi gibi
“...idealizme yol agan dinya ¢apinda ideolojik mucadelenin yerini ekonomik
hesaplar, teknik sorunlarin bitmeyen ¢dzumleri, ¢cevre sorunlar ve rafine tiketici
taleplerinin karsilamasi alacak.”

GLOBAL INEQUALITY AND COVID

Development of the Covid vaccine, the inequality in vaccine distribution in the world
has come to transparent in socio-economic terms. The vaccine has been developed
but comments are made that a global health challenge cannot be achieved due to
the critical financial structures of underdeveloped countries. The United Nations and
the World Health Organization announced that it is alarming that the Covid vaccine
cannot be applied equally to the world. It has been reported that if fair and rapid
access to vaccines cannot be achieved globally, the differences between countries
will gradually increase and the epidemic will not disappear.

In the international system where the terms "developed country" and
"underdeveloped" countries are getting deeper, the issue of combating the pandemic
has emphasized the inadequacy of the countries. The inequality and health
problems caused by the pandemic have once again highlighted the importance of
the biosecurity threat. Nation states, as providers of healthcare, economic security,
and welfare, alone tackled the global pandemic. It has been proven that established
international or supranational organizations are weak in acting collectively during the
pandemic process. While organizations such as the World Health Organization, the
United Nations and the European Union remained weak in terms of competence, a
kind of “vaccine chaos” started to arise with the start of vaccination. Vaccine chaos;
The economic concerns of supranational companies, the side effects of the vaccine
and, most importantly, the inequality in access to vaccines have become a major
problem. Developed countries that can provide vaccine production and supply also
have an important monopoly on the development of love. It is possible to say that
especially China is using the vaccine as a kind of "political tool" these days. Chinese
prime minister Xi Jinping announced that the vaccine developed by China last year
would be "public domain®. China currently Indonesia, Turkey, Indonesia, and Chile in
the UAE to provide the vaccine. Economic competition in terms of national interests
began to take shape between England, Germany, USA, China and Russia (AA).

Ghebreyesus, head of the World Health Organization, considered the obstacles to
the equal distribution of vaccines in underdeveloped countries as "lack of political
will" (VOA). It is possible to say that the COVAX program launched by the United
Nations has already failed. With the COVAX program, it has been announced that
100 million doses of vaccines will be distributed to needy underdeveloped countries,
while these figures remain only 30 million. The president of the World Bank,
Malpass, reported that the inequality in fighting the pandemic is not about fair
vaccine supply, but about countries' annual incomes and interest rates. The head of
the World Trade Organization, Iweala, stated that the epidemic harmed tourism and
the export rate of developing countries decreased.

As a result, it is possible to say that the economic war that started between China
and the USA proceeded in a different direction with the sudden outbreak. Unequal
distribution of income in the world, insufficiency of international organizations and the
ineffectiveness of the democratization efforts of the West; It is possible to evaluate it
as the collapse of Idealism as at the end of the First World War. In fact, it is worth
noting that the global-biological threat is hurting Liberal economies and even the
great powers are incapable of it. As Fukuyama says, "... the world-wide ideological
struggle that led to idealism will be replaced by economic calculations, endless
solutions to technical problems, environmental problems and the fulfillment of refined
consumer demands."

ABD yonetimi, NATO misyonu cercevesinde 20 yildir asker bulundurdugu

Afganistan'dan 1 Mayis itibariyla ¢ekilmeye baslayacagini, cekiimenin 11 Eylul
2001 saldirilarinin 20. yil dénimiine kadar tamamlanacagini aciklad.
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Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) Disisleri Bakani Antony Blinken, NATO
muttefiklerinin Afganistan‘'dan ¢ekilme zamani geldigini sdyledi. NATO savunma
ve disisleri bakanlarinin olaganistii toplantisi éncesinde, ittifakin Briiksel'deki
merkezinde agiklamalarda bulunan Blinken, "Silahli kuvvetlerimizi eve getirme
zamani geldi" agiklamasinda bulundu.

Bakan Blinken, ulkesinin, "guvenli, planli ve koordineli bir ¢ekilme igin" NATO
mittefikleri ile birlikte hareket etmek istedigini de vurgulayarak, "Afganistan bir
daha terdristler igin bir siginak olmasin diye hep beraber Afganistan'a gittik" diye
konustu. Bu hedefe ulasildigini ve simdi birlikte ¢ekilmenin zamaninin geldigini
dile getiren Blinken, ittifak'in "Birlikte gir, birlikte uygula ve birlikte ¢ik" ilkeleri
dogrultusunda hareket edecegini ifade etti.

NATO (lkelerinin savunma ve disisleri bakanlari da dun bir araya gelerek,
ABD'nin ¢ekilme kararini ele aldi. NATO (yesi tlkelerden su ana kadar Almanya,
ingiltere, italya, ispanya, Belcika, Macaristan gibi tilkeler ABD'nin kararini takip
edecegini ve Afganistan'dan gekilecegini acikladi.

Disisleri Bakani Mevlit Cavusoglu da NATO icinde heniiz bir karar alinmadigini
sOyledi. ABD'nin 11 Eylil'e kadar cekilmesi halinde NATO Kararli Destek
Misyonunun ortadan kalkmis olacagini vurgulayan Cavusoglu, "Dun itibariyla
NATO icinde bu gorusuluyor. Baska bir misyon adi altinda mi olur, Kararl Destek
Misyonu degil, bir grup ulkeler mi burada olur, NATO veya diger kurumlardan
destekle, baska bir yapi mi olur, Ulkeler ikili dizeyde mi, bireysel mi yapar bunlari
tabii hep konusmak lazim" ifadelerine yer verdi.

Yakin tarihin en buyuk terér eylemi olarak nitelendirilen, ABD'nin New York ve
Washington kentlerine yonelik 11 Eylul saldirilarinin ardindan ABD, s6z konusu
saldirilardan sorumlu tuttugu El Kaide orgutint ¢okertmek ve orgutin lideri
Usame bin Ladin'i ele gegirmek icin Afganistan'a on binlerce asker gdndermigti.
2010'lu yillarin basinda Afganistan'daki asker sayisini 100 bine kadar cikaran
ABD'nin su an resmi rakamlara gore ulkede sadece 2 bin 500 askeri kalmis
durumda.

ABD oncilugindeki uluslararasi gig, Bin Ladin'i teslim etmeyen Taliban
hukiimetini devirmis ve sonrasinda bugtine dek binlerce kisinin 6ldugu ¢atismalar
Afganistan'da istikrarin saglanamamasina neden olmustu. Usame bin Ladin ise,
2 Mayis 2011'de Pakistan'da, ABD'li 6zel kuvvetler tarafindan diizenlenen
operasyonla yakalandi ve sonrasinda olduralda.

USA DECIDES TO RETREAT

FROM AFGHANISTAN

The US administration has announced that it will begin withdrawing from Afghanistan,
which has had troops for 20 years as part of the NATO mission, as of May 1. He
announced that the withdrawal would be completed by the twentieth anniversary of the
September 11, 2001 attacks.

United States Secretary of State Antony Blinken said it was time for NATO allies to
withdraw from Afghanistan. "It is time to bring our Armed Forces home," Blinken said at
the Alliance's headquarters in Brussels, ahead of an extraordinary meeting of NATO
defence and foreign ministers.

Minister Blinken also stressed that his country wants to act together with NATO allies
"for a safe, planned and coordinated withdrawal". "we all went to Afghanistan so that
Afghanistan will no longer be a haven for terrorists," he said. Blinken said that this goal
has been achieved and now it is time to withdraw together, adding that the alliance will
act according to the principles of "enter together, apply together and exit together".

Defence and foreign ministers of NATO countries also met yesterday to discuss the US
withdrawal decision. So far, NATO member countries such as Germany, Britain, Italy,
Spain, Belgium, Hungary have announced that they will follow the decision of the United
States and withdraw from Afghanistan. After the US decision to withdraw, many
questions arose, such as "Will The Force be left in Afghanistan, how and within what
framework it will remain, which countries have put the will in this direction, which
countries or institutions can cooperate".

Foreign Minister Mevlut Cavusoglu also said that no decision has yet been taken within
NATO. Cavusoglu stressed that if the US withdraws by September 11, the NATO
decisive Support mission will disappear, stressing that this issue should be discussed in
detail.

After the September 11 attacks on the US cities of New York and Washington, which
were described as the largest terrorist act in recent history, the US sent tens of
thousands of troops to Afghanistan to destroy the Al-Qaeda organization it blamed for
the attacks and capture its leader Osama bin Laden. According to official figures, the
United States, which increased the number of troops in Afghanistan to 100 thousand at
the beginning of the 2010s, currently has only 2,500 troops left in the country.

The US-led international force toppled the Taliban government, which did not hand over
Bin Laden, and the subsequent clashes that have so far killed thousands have left
Afghanistan without stability. Osama bin Laden, on the other hand, was captured and
subsequently killed in Pakistan on May 2, 2011, during an operation organized by US
Special Forces.

US GIVES UP FROM SENDING
WARSHIPS TO THE BLACK SEA

In the east of Ukraine, tensions rising between Ukraine and
Russia. It was previously stated that a diplomatic declaration was
made to Ankara for the departure of two US warships from the
Turkish straits to the Black Sea, which announced that they were
with Kiev against Russian aggression. According to the news of
Anadolu Agency which is based on diplomatic sources, it was
noted that "15 days in advance notification was made through
diplomatic channels that 2 US warships will land in the Black Sea
in accordance with the Montreux Convention”.

But according to the latest information given by Turkish diplomatic
sources, the US reported that the cancellation of the transition to
Turkey. The two warships of the US Embassy in Ankara,
according to the statement described earlier transition to Turkey
was canceled. It was noteworthy that the cancellation of the
passages of warships took place after the phone call between US
President Joe Biden and Russian President Vladimir Putin the
previous day.

It was previously reported through diplomatic channels ago 15
days in advance that 2 US warships would sail to the Black Sea in
accordance with the Montreux Convention by the Foreign Ministry
sources, and the ships were separately envisaged to cross to the
Black Sea on April 14 and 15, and return on May 4 and 5. had
been reported.

In accordance with the Montreux Convention signed in 1936,
Washington has to inform Ankara at least 15 days before sending
warships to pass through the straits. Under the agreement, foreign
warships can stay in the Black Sea for a maximum of 21 days.

INTERNATIONAL TREATY CALL FOR CONTROL
OF SPACE ARMAMENT FROM CHINA

China has called for an international treaty that would ensure
control of space armament. Chinese Foreign Ministry
Spokesperson Cao Licien stated at the regular press
conference that they called on the international community to
negotiate an arms control agreement to ensure security in
space and to reach a conclusion as soon as possible. At the
same time, spokesman Cao stated that China has always
favored the prevention of the arms race in space. In addition to
all this, Licien also stated that he actively supports negotiations
for a legally binding agreement with Russia.

On the other hand, Russian Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov
also called for the initiation of negotiations to establish an
international mechanism to prohibit the deployment of all types
of weapons in space. Lavrov had proposed that the draft text
submitted by Russia and China to the Geneva Conference
form the basis for the negotiations. Lavrov had invited countries
to join the Russian-led international initiative that pledged not to
be the first to deploy weapons in space while the deal was
negotiated.
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
