ABD ve NATO gugclerinin Afganistan’i terk etmeye baslamasi ve Taliban'in tlkeye
hizla hakim oldugu bir surece girilmesiyle, giderek artan Afgan siginmaci dalgasi,
“gd¢men sorunu”nu yeniden Turkiye giindeminin Ust siralarina tagidi.

Suriye kriziyle birlikte milyarlarca siginmaciya ev sahipligi yapan Turkiye, 6zellikle
son gunlerde artan kayitll ve kayitsiz Afgan siginmaci sayisiyla, Avrupa’'nin en gok
goecmene sahip tlkesi konumunda.

Muhalefet basta olmak uzere Turkiye kamuoyunun biyik kisminda kontrolstiz go¢
dalgasina karsi ciddi bir 6fke hakim. Ayrica internet tizerinden yayilan, gogu geng
erkeklerden olusan Afganistan vatandasinin, yasa disi yollarla Turkiye'ye
gegislerine dair videolar halk arasinda biyuk tepki cekmekte. Tepkilerin odaginda
ise sinir guvenligindeki zafiyet yer aliyor. Ayrica vatandaslar kontrolsiiz mdlteci
gocine karsi kendilerini glivensiz hissettiklerini belirtiyorlar.

Kontrolstiz goclere karsi her giin yeni bir haber cikarken, ABD Disisleri Bakanhgi
tarafindan yapilan agiklama kafalari karistirdi. Bakanlik, daha ©nce ABD ile
calismis ve belli sartlari yerine getiren binlerce Afgan'in mdlteci olarak kabul
edilmesini 6ngdren bir program aciklamisti. 2 Agustos'ta konuyla ilgili diizenlenen
basin toplantisinda yetkililer, tlkesini terk eden Afganlarin bagvurularinin isleme
konacagini belirtti.

Program cergevesinde bu kisilerin aralarinda Tirkiye'nin de bulundugu tgunci
Ulkelere gitmesi ve islemleri tamamlanana kadar 12-14 aylk sireyi bu Ulkede
gecirmeleri  6ngérililyor. ismi agiklanmayan (st dizey bir ABD'i yetkilinin,
Afganistan-Pakistan sinirinin agik kalmasi gerektigine vurgu yaptigi, digerlerinin de
iran tizerinden Tiirkiye'ye gidebilecegi seklindeki agiklamasi kamuoyuna yansid.

Turkiye Disigleri Bakanhgl ise yaptigi agiklamada, ABD'nin Gdécmen Kabul
Programi”na iligkin agiklamasina tepki gosterdi. TUrkiye'nin son 7 yildir diinyada en
fazla siginmaciya ev sahipligi yapan ulke oldugunu animsatan Bakanlik Sézcusu
Tanju Bilgi¢, yeni bir go¢ krizinin tgunct bir Ulke adina ustlenecek kapasitesinin
bulunmadigini ifade etti. Bilgic, sunlar kaydetti:

"Turkiye olarak ABD'nin sorumsuz ve ulkemize danismadan aldi§i karari kabul
etmiyoruz. ABD, eger bu Kkisileri ulkesine almak istiyor ise dogrudan ugaklarla
lilkesine nakletmesi miimkiindir. Ulkemiz, higbir durumda dginci Ulkelerin
uluslararasi  sorumluluklarini  devralmayacak, kanunlarimizin Ggunci  ulkeler
tarafindan kendi amaglari icin kétilye kullanilmasina izin vermeyecektir. Bélgemizde
Ggunci Ulkelerin kararlari neticesinde yasanan gog¢ krizlerinin yikunin Turk milleti
tarafindan Ustlenilmesini kimse beklememelidir."

Konuyla ilgili agiklamalarda bulunan insan haklari hukukgusu Av. Ali Deman Giiler,
Turkiye'nin yeni bir siginmaci politikasi olusturup sinirlarinda givenligi saglamasi
gerektigini sdyledi. Turkiye'de yasananlarin sadece siginmacilarin sorunu degil,
Tirkiye'deki yurttaglarin  da sorunu oldugunu belirtti. Oniimiizdeki siiregte
Afganistan’dan buyik bir go¢ dalgasinin yasanmasinin muhtemel oldugunu ifade
eden Av. Giiler ;

“Afganistan’dan su ana kadar gelen siginmaci sayisi simdilik énceki yillara gére gok
fazla degismedi. Ancak 11 Eylul 2021'de ABD ve NATO'nun Afganistan‘dan
ayrilacak olmasi bu sayiyr artiracaktir. Hikimet, bu konuya kayitsiz kalmig
durumda. Fakat, Suriye vatandaslari gibi, Afganistan vatandaslari da gegici koruma
altina alinirsa, milyonlarca Afgan'in Glkemize gelmesi kaginilmaz olur. Turkiye'de
Urdiin gibi niifusunun yizde 20'sinin siginmact oldudu, miilteciligin kusaklar
boyunca devam ettigi bir Ulke haline gelir. Hem ekonomik hem sosyal olarak
Turkiye bunu kaldiramaz” dedi.

UNCONTROLLED REFUGEES

The growing wave of Afghan refugees, with the US and NATO forces starting to leave
Afghanistan and the Taliban's rapid domination of the country, brought the "immigrant
problem" back to the top of Turkey's agenda.

Hosting billions of refugees with the Syrian crisis, Turkey is the country with the highest
number of immigrants in Europe, especially with the increasing number of registered and
unregistered Afghan refugees in recent days.

There is a serious anger against the uncontrolled migration wave in the majority of the
Turkish public, especially the opposition. In addition, the videos of mostly young men
Afghan citizens illegally crossing into Turkey, spread over the internet and attract a great
reaction among the public. The focus of the reactions is the weakness in border security.
Citizens also state that they feel insecure about the uncontrolled migration of refugees.

While new news comes out every day against uncontrolled immigration, the statement
made by the US State Department confused the minds. The Ministry had previously
announced a program that envisaged the admission of thousands of Afghans who had
worked with the United States and fulfilled certain conditions as refugees. At the press
conference held on the issue on August 2, the authorities stated that the applications of
Afghans who left their country will be processed.

Within the framework of the program, it is envisaged that these people will go to third
countries, including Turkey, and spend 12-14 months in this country until their
transactions are completed. The statement of an unnamed senior US official,
emphasizing that the Afghanistan-Pakistan border should remain open, and that others
could go to Turkey via Iran, was reflected to the public.

The Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs, on the other hand, reacted to the USA's
statement regarding the Immigrant Admission Program. Reminding that Turkey has been
hosting the highest number of refugees in the world for the last 7 years, Ministry
Spokesperson Tanju Bilgi¢ stated that they do not have the capacity to undertake a new
migration crisis on behalf of a third country. Bilgic said:

"As Turkey, we do not accept the irresponsible decision taken by the USA without
consulting our country. If the USA wants to take these people to their country, it is
possible to transfer them directly to their country by planes. Our country will in no case
take over the international responsibilities of third countries, and do not allow our laws to
be abused by third countries for their own purposes. No one should expect the Turkish
nation to undertake the burden of the migration crises experienced in our region as a
result of the decisions of third countries.”

Human rights lawyer Ali Deman Guler, made statements on the subject, said that Turkey
should establish a new refugee policy and ensure security at its borders. He stated that
what is happening in Turkey is not only the problem of refugees, but also the problem of
citizens in Turkey. Stating that it is possible to experience a large migration wave from
Afghanistan in the coming period, Atty. Gller said ;

“For now, the number of refugees from Afghanistan has not changed much compared to
previous years. However, the fact that the USA and NATO will leave Afghanistan on
September 11, 2021 will increase this number. The government is indifferent to this
issue. However, if Afghanistan citizens are placed under temporary protection, like Syrian
citizens, millions of Afghans will inevitably come to our country. Turkey might becomes a
country like Jordan, where 20 percent of its population is a refugee and where refugees
continue for generations. Turkey cannot afford this, both economically and socially.”

Avrupa Birligi Uyesi alti ulke, Avrupa Komisyonu'na iltica basvurusu
kabul edilmeyen Afganistan vatandaslarini Ulkelerine geri géndermeye
devam edilmesini istediklerini belirten ortak bir mektup yazdi. Almanya,
Hollanda, Avusturya, Belcika, Danimarka ve Yunanistan tarafindan
yazilan mektupta tim yasal yollari tiketmis olan Afgan gé¢cmenlerin
Ulkelerine iadesi isteniyor.

2020 yilinda Avrupa Birligi'ne en fazla go¢ basvurusunda bulunan
ikinci tlke olan Afganistan, Avrupa Birligi Ulkelerin bu durumun devam
etmesinden endise duyduklari belirtildi. 6 AB lyesi llkenin igisleri veya
g6¢ bakanlan tarafindan imzalanan mektupta, basvurusu reddedilen
Afgan go¢cmenlerin geri gonderilmemesi halinde diger Afgan gégmenler
icin “yanlis mesaj verecegi ve daha fazla iltica basvurusu gelmesine
neden olacagi” dile getirdi.

Mektupta, geri iade surecinin tek tarafli olarak durdurulmayacagina ve
bu tur kararlarin ortaklasa alinmasi gerektigi belirtildi.

MIGRANT LETTER FROM THE SIX EUROPEAN UNION

The six member states of the European Union have written a joint letter to
the European Commission saying they want Afghanistan citizens whose
asylum applications have not been accepted to continue to be sent back to
their countries. The letter, written by Germany, the Netherlands, Austria,
Belgium, Denmark and Greece, calls for the return of Afghan migrants who
have exhausted all legal avenues.

Afghanistan, the second country with the highest number of immigration
applications to the European Union in 2020, has said that European Union
countries are concerned that this situation will continue. The letter, signed
by the interior or migration ministers of 6 EU member states, said that if
Afghan migrants whose applications were rejected were not sent back, it
would “send the wrong message and result in more asylum applications” for
other Afghan migrants.

The letter said the extradition process would not be stopped unilaterally and
such decisions should be made jointly.

Ulkede Marburg viriisii vakasi gorildigiinii dogrulayan Gine hikiimeti
hastay! tedavi eden saglk calisanlari, ailesi ve yakinlarinin da
aralarinda bulundugu hastanin temas ettigi 155 kisinin gozetim altinda
tutuldugunu, 4 Agustos'tan bu yana devam eden incelemelerde yeni bir
vakaya rastlanmadigini acikladi. Yetkililer halki "dikkatli olmaya" ve
stipheli vakalari yetkili kurumlara bildirmeye ¢agird.

Bu baglamda, on kisilik bir Diinya Saglik Orgiitii (DSO) ekibinin yerel
saglk kurumlarini desteklemek ve halki teste tabi tutmak igin bdlgeye
gonderildigi bildirildi.

Diinya Saglk Orgiti'niin (DSO) agiklamalarina gore, Marburg viriisi
Gine'nin giineyindeki Gueckedou'da 2 Agostos'ta hayatini kaybeden
bir kiside tespit edildi. S6z konusu kisinin bolgedeki hastanede tedavi
altina alindigi, ancak semptomlarin kétilesmesi  Uzerine tibbi
incelemelerin yapilmasi amaciyla baska bir klinige gonderildigi
belirtildi. Hastanin belirtilerin ortaya cikmasindan yaklasik bir hafta
sonra hayatini kaybettigi agiklanirken, 6lumi sonrasi yapilan tahlillerde
Ebola'ya rastlanmadigi, Marburg virisli testinin ise pozitif ciktig
belirtildi.

Ote yandan, DSO Afrika sorumlusu Matshidiso Moeti, pazartesi giini
yaptigi aciklamada viriisin "genis kesimlere yayllma potansiyeli”
tasidigi ve yayllmasinin derhal durdurulmasi gerektigi uyarisinda
bulundu. DSO vyetkilileri, viriis nedeniyle bélge capinda bir salgin
tehlikesinin "ylksek" oldugu ancak bunun diinya genelinde bir salgina
doénisme ihtimalinin "disuk" oldugu 6ngoriistinde bulundu.

DSO'niin  agiklamalarina gore, Ebola ailesi Uyesi Marburg virisi
yarasalardan insanlara bulasiyor. Virls insandan insana ise vicut
sivilari veya yizeyler aracihigi ile geciyor. Virlistn yol agtigi Marburg
hummasi hastaliginin belirtileri arasinda yiksek ates ve siddetli bas
agnisi bulunuyor. DSO'niin verilerine gore, hastaligin 6lime yol agma
orani ylizde 88. Su ana kadar asisi bulunmayan hastaliga gegmiste
Dogu Afrika ulkelerinden Uganda'da rastlanmisti.

NEW VIRUS WARNING IN WEST AFRICA

The West African country of Guinea is facing a new epidemic. It has been
reported that the "Marburg virus”, which causes the fatal Marburg fever, a
febrile disease, has been detected in one person in the country so far and
this person has died.

Confirming that there is a Marburg virus case in the country, the Guinean
government announced that 155 people, including the healthcare workers
who treated the patient, his family and relatives, were kept under
surveillance, and that no new case was found in the investigations that
have been ongoing since 4 August. Authorities urged the public to "be
vigilant" and to report suspected cases to the authorities.

In this context, it was reported that a ten-person World Health Organization
(WHO) team was sent to the region to support local health institutions and
test the public.

According to the statements of the World Health Organization (WHO),
Marburg virus was detected in a person who died on August 2 in
Gueckedou in the south of Guinea. It was stated that the person in question
was being treated at the hospital in the region, but was sent to another
clinic for medical examinations after the symptoms worsened. While it was
announced that the patient died about a week after the symptoms
appeared, it was stated that Ebola was not found in the tests made after his
death, and the Marburg virus test was positive.

On the other hand, WHO Africa chief Matshidiso Moeti warned on Monday
that the virus has "the potential to spread widely" and that its spread must
be stopped immediately. WHO officials predicted that the danger of a
region-wide epidemic due to the virus is "high", but the probability of it
turning into a worldwide epidemic is "low".

According to WHQO's statements, the Marburg virus, a member of the Ebola
family, is transmitted from bats to humans. The virus is transmitted from
person to person through body fluids or surfaces. Symptoms of Marburg
fever, caused by the virus, include high fever and severe headache.
According to WHO's data, the mortality rate of the disease is 88 percent.

The disease, which has not been vaccinated until now, was encountered in
Uganda, one of the East African countries, in the past.
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
